Classes in Spanish and the visual and performing arts enrich the strong
academic program. Significant use is made of the artistic and natural resources
in Austin and the surrounding area.

JOB SUMMARY

At the end of the school day, parents have the flexibility to pick up their children
at regular dismissal or wait until later, knowing their child will be supervised in a
casual setting, with flexible activities and an afternoon snack. The After Care
monitor supervises students who are waiting after school to be picked up. This
person ensures student safety and provides structure for student activity.

JOB RESPONSIBILITIES
The primary responsibility of the after care monitor supervises students who stay
after school until their parents arrive to sign them out.

The after care monitor will:
e Check students into after care as they arrive in the classroom and record
their arrival times.
e Supervise homework, play, and activities to ensure student safety and
wellness.



e Maintain an orderly physical environment and make sure the classroom is
cleaned up at the end of the day.

e Order and distribute after school snacks.

e Record times and validate who is picking students up.

e Administer basic first aid when needed.

This position requires a commitment to being on campus daily from
3:00pm-5:30pm.
